A) Dunn Dr. 6-inch line install – Construction started in December, 2025; approximately 70% of the 6-inch line 
has been laid, construction is estimated to be completed by end of February. 

B) Impact Fee for Capital Projects – Working with TRWA’s Attorney and our engineering company for 

clarifications on whether the WSC can charge fees and how to calculate a fair fee, to new meter applicants 

to fund future system upgrades.   

C) Chlorine Dioxide Bids –Two companies - JCS Industries and Thornton, Musso & Bellemin, Inc. (TMB) - 

submitted bids to furnish and install a Chlorine Dioxide Gas water pre-treatment system.  JCS’s equipment is 

a proprietary design using equipment only available from JCS, TMB’s equipment is a non-proprietary design 

using readily available equipment and TMB’s bid is lower than JCS.  A motion to accept TMB’s bid was made 

by Karen Koonsman and 2nd by Wayne Campaign.  The motion passed by show of hands 7 – 0. 

D) Personnel Policy Amendments – Tabled until the Personnel Committee can meet. 

E) Financial Audit – Karen Koonsman will schedule a meeting with Kim Knox-Lewis to discuss the audit.  A 

motion was made by Jerry Streeter to accept BMY’s proposal to perform the FY2025 Audit and prepare and 

file the WSC’s FY2025 tax turn.  The motion was 2nd by Rick Best and passed 7 – 0.
